In response to the second suggestion, Mrs. Prasad recommended that Dr. Suma 

Chakraborty, Radiologist, Peerless Hospital could be approached as a Resource Person for 

the same. 

 Mrs. Prasad stressed on the importance of Internships and enquired about the procedure 

the college as on the same. In response, the student representative updated the members 

that the college encouraged students to avail of the opportunities offered by the UGC 

programme, Internshala. This was an official platform for students to undertake 

Internships. Sister added that the college was approached by German Portals for student 

internships. She stressed that the credibility of the organization offering internships is of 

prime importance for the safety and security of the students.
